It began in November of last year. Eleven students given the charge of performing before an 

audience of their peers gathered in the drama room. Eyeing each other cautiously, they sat and began the 
labourious process of rehearsing for the school play, Harvey. Assisted by a crew made up entirely of 
students, including lighting, sound and stage management, the cast of Harvey saw the fruits of their 
labour culminate in a three day run of the comedic play at the end of April.  

 After many months of rehearsing and building friendships, the cast and crew stood ready 
to perform. Sets were constructed and painted, props were made and costumes were sewn using 
extensive research of the time period for the play, the 1940’s. For some cast members, it was their first 
opportunity to perform on stage; others were veterans of drama at Vaughan Secondary. In either case it 
was an incredible opportunity to help build confidence and self-esteem. It was not easy to perform the 
story of Harvey, which centers around a man and his best friend, who happens to be a 6 foot rabbit, (or 
was it 6.5 feet?) but Vaughan’s cast and crew took on the challenge face first and came out with 
friendships and memories which will likely last for years to come.
